This subfamily comprises three genera and 168 species
(ThripsWiki, 2020), with all three genera and 16 species recorded
from Australia (ABRS, 2020).
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Distribution data

Members of this subfamily are found worldwide. However,
Sericothrips species are essentially Holarctic, whereas the
species of the other two genera are widespread in the tropics
and subtropics.

Biological data

Most species of Sericothripinae seem to feed on leaves, although
some are known to inhabit flowers.
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
